PROMOTE RESPECTFUL BEHAVIOUR AND STAFF  

When parents, carers and school staff work together as one team, our students thrive. Everyone 
at school, particularly staff and parents and carers, play a role in making school a better place for 
learning and work. 

Parents, carers and school staff have a relationship that can last many years. This is an 
opportunity to work together to create a positive relationship in the best interests of your child. 
When this relationship is built on respect and trust, students learn better and feel like they belong 
in the school. 

You may have noticed new posters displayed in our school that depict some unacceptable 
behaviours which can negatively impact our school community. These posters are a visual 
reminder about the behaviour that does not help us create a safe, respectful and inclusive 
learning environment for students, staff and adults.  

I trust that you will continue to keep respect at the core of all interactions with school staff. The 
Department of Education’s Respectful Behaviours within the School Community Policy describes 
the positive behaviour expected from parents, carers and other adults in Victorian school 
communities. The policy sets clear standards of behaviour to create a safe, respectful, and 
inclusive learning environment for students, staff and adults. 

There are also resources to support safe and respectful relationships in our school community, 
including information about getting involved in the school, advice on how to raise a concern or 
complaint, and parenting support resources.  

PLAYGROUND UPDATE 

We’re excited to share that the upgrades to Area 2 is now complete! This space has been 
enhanced to better support student learning and wellbeing. We’re currently just waiting on the 
delivery of a few final seating pieces to complete the setup. To ensure the space meets the needs 
of our students, I’ll be seeking input from our Year 2 students on what they would like to see 
added.

Curriculum News 

Parent Information Session: Understanding the Changes in VIC Curriculum 2.0 

Last night, we hosted a highly informative Parent Information Session focusing on the recent 
changes introduced in the Victorian Curriculum 2.0. We were pleased to welcome over 50 
families who joined us to better understand how these updates will impact teaching and learning 
at our school. 

Throughout the evening, we explored the key changes in Mathematics, particularly the move to 
a single progression point. This significant shift means that some students may appear to show 
no growth in the short term due to changes in how content descriptors have been redistributed 
across year levels. We want to reassure families that this is a recognised aspect of the curriculum 
update, and our teachers have been working diligently since last year to fully understand and 
plan for these changes. Their focus has been on identifying and addressing any gaps to ensure a 
smooth transition for all students. 

In Literacy, the most notable change affects students in Prep to Year 2, with phonics now being 
a central element of early reading instruction. This aligns with current evidence-based practices 
and strengthens our commitment to building strong foundational literacy skills. 

The slides from the session are now available to families through Compass, and we encourage 
you to take the time to review them. If you have any questions or would like to discuss how these 
changes may affect your child, please don't hesitate to speak with your child’s classroom 
teacher. 

We especially encourage these conversations to take place during Parent-Teacher Interviews, 
which will be held on Wednesday in the final week of this term. 

Thank you to all who attended and continue to support our learning community as we implement 
these important curriculum updates. 
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This Week’s Focus: Teaching SEL at Home 

Social and Emotional Learning (SEL) helps children manage emotions, build positive relationships, make 
responsible decisions, and show empathy. 

        Here’s how you can support SEL at home: 

1. Model It: 
Children learn by watching. Show how you handle frustration or solve conflicts calmly. 

2. Name the Feeling: 
Use everyday moments to name emotions. 

Try: “It looks like you're feeling disappointed. Do you want to talk about it?” 

3. Create a Calm Corner: 
Have a cozy space where your child can go to cool down or relax with books, fidgets, or soft toys. 

4. Praise Effort & Empathy: 
Rather than only outcomes, praise how your child tried, or when they showed kindness. 

Try: “You worked really hard on that — and you helped your friend too. That’s impressive.” 

School Value Spotlight: Integrity in Action 
Continue supporting our Term 2 focus on Integrity at home. Talk to your child about: 

• Being honest even when it’s hard. 
• Owning up to mistakes and learning from them. 
• Sticking to what’s right, even if others aren’t. 

Family Talk Idea: 
“Has there been a time when you had to tell the truth even though it felt scary? What happened?” 

"All emotions are okay. All behaviours are not." 
Teach children it’s okay to feel angry, sad, or frustrated—but we still need to behave respectfully and 

safely. Helping kids recognise this builds strong emotional regulation.
